	VICTORIA SANDWICH CAKE
RECIPE: 3 medium eggs weighed in their shells (probably 6oz/170g); the same weight of the eggs in Butter /Soft margarine; caster sugar and self-raising flour; raspberry jam to fill.  Set oven Gas 4 160C (fan oven) or 180C grease and base line the bottom of 2 8” sandwich tins.  Cream margarine and sugar.  Beat the eggs then gradually add to the mixture beating well each time.  Sieve the flour and fold into the mixture with a metal spoon.  Divide equally between the 2 tins and bake 25mins in the middle of the oven.  Remove from the tins and fill with raspberry jam when cold to avoid jam bleeding into the sponge.  A light dusting of caster sugar on the top will finish it.
